Seed Lending Library: Harvesting Cucumber Seeds 
It’s time to harvest seeds from your favorite vegetables. To harvest seeds from a cucumber 
(preferably from Seed Lending Library seeds), it must remain on the vine past the point  
where it is edible. It will change in color from green to yellowish, assuring it’s time to harvest.
Scoop the contents of the cucumber into a jar, add filtered water, cover with a paper towel, and 
secure with a rubber band. Set the jar aside in a warm, sheltered spot to begin fermentation. 
Fermentation can occur in as little as one to three days and will be marked by the seeds sinking to 
the bottom and fuzzy mold growing on top. Once all your seeds have sunk, add additional water to clean them. 
Any debris or unviable seeds will float to the top, making them easy to skim off and discard. Rinse the good seeds 
a few more times, strain them, and place them on parchment paper to dry. Once dry, store the seeds in a closed jar 
or ziploc bag and label them for next year’s sowing. Stored in a cool dark place, cucumber seeds will remain viable 
for 10 years. This method also works for tomatoes. They will remain viable for about 6 years.

Bat Puppets
For visual instructions check out 
the step-by-step tutorial on  
our YouTube 
Channel.
Materials:
•	� 2 paper plates 
•	� Printable Bat Craft Template
•	� 2 Popsicle sticks
•	� Paint, paint pen, crayons or markers
•	 Glue
•	 A stapler or tape

Instructions:
1.	� Gather all of your materials. Print & cut 

out the bat template. 
2.	� On the back of one of the paper plates, 

place the bat template across the lower 
quarter of the inner circle and draw 
around the upper part. Place your bat 
template in the middle of the paper 
plate and draw around that too.

3.	� Cut out the middle of your paper plate 
and the bat following all your drawn 
template lines. Paint or color the back 
of the cut paper plate and the bat black. 
Paint or color the front of a second 
paper plate blue. 

4.	� Add some night time features like stars 
to your bat craft using paint, paint 
markers, or regular markers. You can 
give the house yellow windows or give 
your bat some fangs. It’s up to you!

5.	� To make your bat puppet handle, glue 
together two popsicle sticks and glue 
the bat onto one end. Color or paint 
your popsicle stick handle if you’d like. 

6.	� Lay the black paper plate on top of the 
blue paper plate with the bat puppet 
handle poking out between them at the 
bottom.

7.	� Staple, glue, or tape your two paper 
plates together leaving a section at the 
bottom open so the bat puppet can be 
moved from side to side.
